        In the vast parks of New York there are ways to find food for your hunger. The all natural vegetation that hold these keys to success are found in the earth’s soil. The plants that you see everyday may have a meaning and or secret that you might not know about just by their appearance. Further studies might just appetize your mind as well as your belly. A couple of plants can help you survive if you were trapped in the wild or just out of house and home; though you still have to watch out for the poisonous plants.
One of the plants that can feed you are violets. This plant is a 5 leaved symmetrical plant that is beautiful and particularly tasty, except the yellow violet. These flowers will give you gastrointestinal distress, so chowing down on this particular breed is not recommended. These plants typically bloom in the spring, but there are no leaves on the flower stalk  because the heart-shaped, thin leaves arise separately from the ground. These flowers grow in dimmer spots in the field where it’s moist. So if you come into contact with a flower that  matches this description you know that violets will be safe to eat.
Another tasty treat you can find in the wild  are blackberries. Wild blackberries are better than the ones that are sold in stores, maybe it’s because of all the natural taste. The distinct traits of the blackberry bush are that the bush is tall and thorny, and the stems are skinny with berries at the end. The blackberries are actually just a cluster of berries making it an aggregated fruit. This is just another tasty snack you can find in the wild.
Although I have named friendly plants, there are some “enemies” lurking in the wild that will have any thing with skin, This plant is poison ivy. Poison ivy can be very dangerous if you are exposed to it enough. It leaves nasty rashes on yours skin and will make you want to scratch off your own flesh. These plants have very distinct features like, three shiny leaves. That’s a big warning in the wild community saying “stay away” because if you touch this plants you'll be sorry.
In the wild there are harmful and harmless plants. The most important thing you can learn about these is the distinct features and characteristics that distinguish the good vegetation from bad vegetation in the wild. The edible plants are good for you but many of them aren't used for agriculture. So when you are in the wild you have to ration your edible plants or you will be stuck with an empty stomach and a low amount of energy. Remember these things next time you go to the park or maybe even your own backyard, and see if you can spot any of these wild plants .
